Report of 801’s: one accident in which an employee received lower back strains lifting.

Safety Grams:  None.

MRSA communicated on info-line, website and The Observer.  Bacteria that is antibiotic resistant; can be treated.  Quinn was shut down and cleaned.  Kudos to the custodians. (Review for improvements for response, happened Tuesday night @ 8:30pm.)
Crisis response group made up of V.P.’s, U. Advancement, Rob Yuodelis.

Rob is meeting with the EOU Crisis Management Team to develop University wide emergency plan.

Monitoring people who were there, no one else has been infected.

Rob is meeting with Rob Cashell to have OHSU do training on MRSA with athletic trainers for hygienic standards.

Possibly work with Stephen Jenkins for Residence Halls as well.

Use the same kind of universal precautions as Blood Borne Pathogens for area disinfection. 

Custodians, RA’s and Trainers are all First Aid, CPR, BB Pathogen trained but Community Acquired MRSA (CA MRSA) Requires more training.

Contracted CHD, State epidemiologist, County Heath Nurse.  Shared Information with Crisis Managers.

(Because there were weak spots in communication new reporting procedures have been developed)

Most of Quinn was cleaned Tuesday night.  Additional rooms and the swimming pool were cleaned on Wednesday.  The pool required sanitation and was closed until the following Monday.

Ergonomic Training will be held on May 24, 2007.  There are lots of employees who have signed up to attend the training which will be held in the Meisner room on 4th St.
Bill Benson reported that the foam samples that he has received will not fix the outdoor volleyball court safety problem.  He is now working on getting more information on a carpeted padding.  This will require a durable glue to adhere the carpeted padding on the sides and top of the cement that it will cover (do not need this carpeting in the pit).
Frisbee Golf: One hole is being relocated partly due to chiller lines being placed to cool Inlow and Ackerman.

Power Outage:  Issue in Zabel Hall, Janet Frye had to have a Faculty member carried downstairs by 4 football players because the elevator was inoperable.  (Fire alarms to vacate the buildings).
Inlow 6/11 or 6/12 Chill project safety meetings with contractors now.  There will be some welding (air quality issues) and a 24hr fire watch after the work is complete.
(Schedule work to be completed at non-peak times.
