Accident Reports:
Jacque Naegle reported two new 801N’s:
-Staff member hurt her ankle going down the steps inside Badgley Hall’s Huber Auditorium. It was suggested that the area has poor lighting and theater style floor lighting might be installed. Injury wasn’t serious.
-Staff member hurt their ankle walking on wet leaves and slipped. Also not serious. 

No new 801’s
-There is an old 801 continuing from last summer that will continue for some time, but nothing new.

Review of Building Safety inspections:
11/2/2010 Monthly building safety inspections completed with minimal hazards to report. Fire extinguishers, outside lighting, and emergency phones completed and inspected.  Steve reported concern of Blue/Emergency sentinel phones not reporting their location when being used in an emergency situation but after installing an automatic recording this problem has been solved.  There are also emergency phones located outside of the residence halls that may need upgrades to include the blue strobe light. Steve also reported the blue strobe light outside of Quinn is not working. 

Light Report:
11/2/2010 Campus light report completed with quite a few lights still out.  Discussion of the “Let there be Light Tour” concluded with all members agreeing to schedule a date and proceed with tour with or without all the lights functional on campus. During discussion Dave brought up a new way he would like to start replacing lights on campus to prevent so many lights going out so consistently. Replacing lights in groups will help keep more lights working more consistently. Sue asked if lights were being tracked to follow any patterns of certain lights going out more than others and Bill confirmed that they do pay attention to lights that may have more problems than just a replaced bulb. 
It was decided to schedule the Light Tour for next week, Wednesday, November 17 at 5:15PM. Among the safety committee attending the Women’s Resource center will be invited along with student government, a Voice Representative and the campus community. 

Old Business:
Fire Drills are almost done. Steve reported Student Health, Library, Inlow and Hunt B section left.
Steve will remain the Chair of the Committee and Chelsee Harmon has become the new Secretary. 
Angie Abel and Tony took a walk around campus to identify all nine AEDs and find appropriate signage for each area. Some locations are best fitted for flag type signs and others will be labeled with flat, adhesive signs. Steve is putting an AED training and CPR training class together and will notify all building managers for participation. The LG fire department will administer training.

Old Safety Grams:
-Mirrors on Security truck complete
-Loso trip hazard on carpet has been taped and Bill will check into its completion.

New Safety Grams: 
-Trip hazard in Loso at the top of the stairs. Bill has temporarily fixed the situation and will see to it that the permanent fix take place soon if not already completed. 
-Hoke loading dock lighting. The lights along/in the concrete wall at the loading dock are covered with cardboard or plywood. Steve will check this situation. 

New Business:
-Joy reported the Library’s annual Student Assistant and Safety Training tomorrow. There will be a fire drill, blackout and learning session at 5-6PM. Other student workers are welcome to attend. 
-Sue suggested that the forms for on-campus hazards include user name, department and contact information.
-Angie Abel began discussion about the Badgley/Health Center parking lot. The stop sign closest to the Health Center is very faded and needs to be replaced. There is also low visibility in that area onto Sixth Street. The exits are not clearly marked and there was discussion of making them only exits or funneling traffic through a different area. Sue also felt that the visibility issue could be helped by reducing the size of the shrubs near the parking lot exit closest to the police station.
