Accident Reports:
Jacque Naegle reported one 801:
-Staff member slipped on icy area in Loso/Hoke parking lot during bad snow storm weather. Went to his/her doctor but injury wasn’t serious and no time lost on job.

Review of Building Safety inspections:
Monthly building safety inspections completed with nothing unusual to report.  Bill reported on fire extinguisher inspection updates for the campus. The total number of extinguishers have been counted and the inspection will be contracted out. Bill also informed the committee that several of the extinguishers in some areas on campus might need replacement all together because they are not up to code.  

Light Report:
After the “Let there be Light Tour,” Dave Lageson and Bud Hill began evaluating areas that need work. A light report was sent out by Dave and work continues. 

Old Business:
The “Let there be Light Tour” was a success and Dave and Bud are working on updating areas and replacing lights. Angie Abel mentioned the nice article in The Voice about the campus safety project.  Bill Benson reported on the Loso carpet project. Fashion floors has the bid to replace the carpet that is creating a safety hazard at the top of the stairs. After further examination Bill has found more duct tape on carpet seams and safety hazards in the same area. Fashion floors will be working to match the carpet the best they can in this area and Bill would like the project done before Winter term begins.  The “Stop” sign near the Student Health Center has not been replaced yet. Steve had a look at the problem with the light on the Hoke loading dock and it was covered by card board and pallets but once removed the light didn’t work anyway. He already put a service request in for the problem. Tony has started putting the AED signs up on buildings around campus and Angie suggested this be mentioned at the upcoming CPR training. Ideally, there will be a CPR class offered each term.  Steve has also recently found an AED training video for anyone that might feel uncomfortable using the machine. The light on the sentinel sign near Quinn has not be fixed yet. Bill mentioned that the lighted steps in Huber have been replaced but there is still another part that isn’t working and causing the lights to go out. Finally, discussion of the Badgley parking lot exit signs was addressed. Signs have not been replaced yet but are in progress.

New Business:
-AED/CPR class offered January 12, 2011 with a maximum of 20 participants. Steve has a couple spaces left available. 
-Steve reported that Dave Lageson was interested in what we thought about an Emergency Procedures flip chart. After reviewing an old chart and discussion, committee members all agreed that the flip charts would be useful for preparation/information on applicable emergencies for things like bomb threats or suspicious packages. These charts would be best out and available rather than in a large book that would end up in a desk drawer.  A small, more specific chart or one page style was discussed among the group. 
-Discussion of trainings were initiated by the flip chart and many building managers expressed more structured expectations and training for their position. There are training opportunities such as the SAIF Safety in Motion Class next week and CPR training. It was expressed that Dave is interested in better overall campus training
-Many expressed appreciation for Bill and Dave’s previous building managers meeting.
-Fire drills were brought up at this point too and several thought a “total surprise” would benefit more in the drill process. Also, Angie inquired about fire extinguisher training. Janet also explained that response from staff after a drill has been helpful. 
-Finally, the Tire Chain/Winter driving seminar was successful and many showed interest and appreciation for Angie Abel’s efforts in setting up the event.
