Salt is kept by Loso door, sidewalk is dangerous.  Helpful to have more info: what is the risk/incidence?

Discussed planning for EOU emergency fire drill

(Create one general plan and use for all buildings)  Sub-committee emergency evacuation; need to create a building evacuation plan for all buildings without plans.  This could be the charge of the committee to complete.

Focus on the most likely hazard.
