Review Building Inspection Reports

Old Business

Genie Lift: Mike Heather informed committee that $9000+ has been committed for purchase of a new lift.  Mike is checking on models and pricing.
Routine fire drills:  Steve reported that fire drills have been performed in Hoke, Pierce, Zabel, Hunk and Ackerman.  He will check on the Ackerman Annex alarm to ensure that it is working.
New Business
AEDs on campus:  Locations of AEDs will be added to building maps and campus map.  Steve and Russell are looking into available options for training on use of AEDs and Red Cross CPR training.
DEQ Technical Assist visit was scheduled for this afternoon, but was postponed due to illness of one DEQ representative.  The technical assist visit is a courtesy visit that will assist EOU in identifying areas that are deficient.  Hazardous waste handling is an example of an area of interest to the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality.
