2.  Another is to establish a public association between EOU and such

exceptional men and women, thereby providing testimony to the values and

quality of the university;

a. Personal status that will enhance the reputation of the university

and serve as an example to its students and its alumni;

3.  and to assist the university with the goals and objectives of its

educational programming, service missions, and  institutional

advancement objectives.

a. Potential for contribution to the goals or welfare of the university;
