Honors Faculty Senate Bylaws Amendment

Proposal

Add a new section to the Faculty Senate Bylaws as follows:

Article VI.  Section 3. Honors Program Committee

A. Organization of the Honors Committee.  The Honors Committee shall consist of five (5) elected members, including teaching faculty representatives from each College; one (1) administrative faculty representative from Advising; and one (1) Honors student representative.  Honors Committee members will serve to two-year terms, except for the Honors Student Representative, who shall serve a one-year term.  The Faculty Senate is responsible for overseeing the nominations and election of teaching faculty representatives.   The administrative faculty member from advising shall be elected by the administrative faculty.  The Honors Student representative shall be appointed by the Associated Students of Eastern Oregon University (ASEOU).

B. The duties and responsibilities of the Honors Committee shall be as follows:

a. To advise the Faculty Honors Chair on the direction of the Honors Program.

b. To serve as the academic and professional advisory body for Honors students.

c. To assess student progress towards completion of Honors Baccalaureate Degree requirements, in consultation with Honors project sponsors.

d. To evaluate independent project proposals and completed projects.

e. To perform any other duties requested by the Faculty Senate.
