*** Rosemary: need to be diligent about contact hours and “seat time” for online               courses.
· Additions to Modern Languages and Global Cultures concentration APPROVED.

· New course ANTH 345 Science and Pseudoscience APPROVED. 

**** Frederick Pratter is on record opposed to pseudoscience.

· Several DPD proposals in business, philosophy and ed. Lots of discussion.

Rosemary: courses are appropriate, but doesn’t appear that they were necessarily revised in line with outcomes; syllabi too “cut and paste.” Others share concern.

Darren: EPCC felt this syllabi did what they need to do. Others feel they don’t provide enough info to see how requirements are met.

Motion to approve BA 220 withdrawn, will be returned to instructor to add more detail about meeting outcomes.

Need to set precedent, set high bar, for these proposals/syllabi.

Ed: package of courses that will meet DPD outcomes as a whole. Discussion about applying to other programs – why not? Ed faculty: ed is cohort program, locked in to courses w/ little wiggle room (for electives, etc). Should specify that this whole program approach applies to ed for clear and specific purposes.

Phil 102 APPROVED for DPD, w/ 1 abstention.
Rosemary: need to find way to assess results of these courses – need to move forward next year w/ plans for assessing.
