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1. Briefly summarize the project and its purpose.

We would like to set up a computer in the Youth Collection in order to provide
convenient access to the library catalog and databases. The Youth collection is heavily
used by education students as well as by students and community members with young
children.

Currently the nearest computer with access to the library catalog is located at the
circulation desk. Therefore if library patrons using the Youth Collection want to look up
the location of a book, or browse for information, they need to walk back out to the
circulation desk, gather their information, and then return to the collection. Having the
online catalog in close proximity to the actual books would be significantly more
convenient and helpful.

2. Describe how project supports technological applications and services that are
directly used by students as a part of their participation in learning activities.

Students already use the online library catalog and databases to a very great extent. In
fact, the online catalog is probably our most well-used service. This project provides one
more conveniently located access point to that service.

The Library’s catalog and databases are the basic tools that students are expected to use
to find relevant information for their courses. They are fundamental to library use. By
providing an extra point of access, we encourage use of the catalog and make it less

demanding.
