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1. Briefly summarize the project and its purpose.

This project and equipment addresses the need for a method of digitally
archiving 16mm film footage contained in the library's collection. Due
to space constraints in the library, the 16mm films need to be
digitally archived to free needed space. Digital archiving will ensure
that the films will be available for future use. The archiving will
alsc be the impetus to address some new project initiatives under
discussion between Media Arts and the Pierce Library, specifically in
the area of creating an online digital video archive system. This
project and equipment also aligns with new film initiatives being
brought forward by the Media arts program. This is a joint propeosal
for Media Arts and the Library.

2. Describe how project supports technological applications and services that are
directly used by students as a part of their participation in learning activities.

Students will work directly with the egquipment and gain hands on
experience with the process of digitally archiving motion picture film.
In this process, students will develop an understanding of the
archiving process and techniques for the application of metadata to
digital video. This is the beginning of the process for making the
digital archives available through the web to on-campus students and
potentially all users who have access to the interconnected library
catalog system. There are challenges to overcome to make this happen,
but this equipment will be the seed to start to deal with some of the



possibilities and issues related to the digital archiving of the 16mm
films in the Pierce collection, as well as 16mm films in other regional
collections.

3. Explain how and to what degree this proposal improves and enriches student
learning.

As stated, students will have hands on experience with the eguipment
and ultimately the applications that can apply the metadata to the
resulting digital video. I imagine that next year, student with faculty
invelvement will help to define and explore innovative methods for
creating the new film archive. The work will be completed as part of
student's independent study, capstone, and practicum coursework.
Students will be encouraged by me to participate in the ongoing
process. I imagine that the Media Arts department would also make a
public announcement that would invite wvarious entities, like regiecnal
libraries, to send their film collections for digitization.

In addition to the archiving of the Library’'s 16mm collections, this
equipment also enhances student learning in at least four courses that
I currently teach and three courses that will be approved for next
year. Currently, a film producticon concentration is being proposed in
the Media Arts program. The program reguires students teo learn and use
lémm for several of their films. The equipment will provide students
the opportunity to transfer their films to digital video so that they
can be edited or exhibited more easily with available television
egquipment.
