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1. Briefly summarize the project and its purpose.

I would like funding to upgrade and add to the Theatre program’s power tool inventory.
Currently tools are ten years old, out of date and dead and dying or non-existent. This not
only jeopardizes quality but safety for students, staff and faculty. Another consideration
is that there needs to be in the inventory standard tools that you would find in any given
shop, academic or professional. Currently as an example the shop lacks a Radial Arm
Saw. This investment should last 5 to 10 years depending on the type of equipment and
use. This tool up-grade meets the definition of technology in its basic form. Technology
is the use of tools to achieve a specific end whether that is a computer to write a paper or
a cordless drill to assemble scenery for a production.

2. Describe how project supports technological applications and services that are
directly used by students as a part of their participation in learning activities.

The equipment of this proposal is directly used by students in the shop/class setting to
complete course project requirements. Also the equipment will be used by students to
complete assignments in the Theatre Program production series of plays in scenery,
lighting and properties. Without these tools the student will be unable to complete or
adequately experience standard tool applications in theatrical production techniques.

3. Explain how and to what degree this proposal improves and enriches student

learning.

This equipment proposal would improve the current learning experience of students who
at present must try to use equipment that is beyond repair and or antiquated that fails to
function after a short time. Also one requested tool does not exist and is a standard piece
of equipment in any given shop, academic or professional. It will give them access and
experience in standard power tool technology that are expectations in the professional

world of production.
