Learning Outcomes (Susan’s version)
By the end of the term, students ideally should be able to

· Develop ways of coping with writing anxiety and writing blocks

· Learn how to manage their writing time more effectively

· Choose or clarify an assignment, and to understand the purpose, audience, and occasion of a piece of writing

· Brainstorm or plan a response to an assignment (Invention Techniques)

· Understand the diverse conventions and expectations of academic writing across the disciplines 

· Focus, develop, clarify, refine and organize ideas

· Discover spelling, punctuation, grammar, usage, and style error patterns, and learn how to correct their own errors

· Find and use available writing resources such as tutors, handbooks, campus resources, and online resources such as the EOU Online Writing Lab (OWL) at  http://www.eou.edu/writelab/
· Discuss appropriate methods of summarizing, paraphrasing, and documenting outside reading and research
· Recognize the variety of discourses that exist in a university community.
· Be able to see and understand that there are many different ways of knowing and seeing (lenses) thorough which to see, reflect on, analyze, and interpret texts, including the world and its varied cultures.  In other words, students learn to negotiate multiple ways of seeing and knowing.
· Use Blackboard effectively.
Features of Effective Analytical Essays:

Strong Introduction that sets up the essay

A clear thesis at the end of the Introduction  (focus)

Accurate summaries of sources (effective reading of sources)

The thesis drives the essay’s Body paragraphs (coherence)

Strong support for the thesis, using sources and examples (support and development)

Effective use of quotations to tie ideas to sources

Strong transition/topic sentences that connect each paragraph to the thesis (organization)

Complete background and explanation of sources for the clueless reader (elaboration)—writing for readers outside this class

An effective Conclusion
Effective editing, looking for your error patterns to correct
