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The Oregon University System (OUS) closely tracks key indicators at the seven OUS universities in order to monitor performance and examine trends that may affect higher education in the state.  Monitoring performance enables institutions to establish benchmarks and allows for informed discussion and policy development.  OUS annually reports System and campus-level performance progress to the Oregon State Board of Higher Education.

This year I am pleased to report that over the past four years Eastern Oregon University (EOU) has made significant progress in improving a number of important performance measures, especially as we compare ourselves with our peers, SOU and WOU.  Most noteworthy, I think, is our improvement in the following indicators:  Freshman retention, graduate satisfaction, graduate success, part-time faculty and faculty compensation.
