	In class today, we will discuss the following topics and issues:

WEEK  2: Day 1

	Before today’s class session:
· Review the section of the text that discusses the literature review
· Review the current APA guidelines, particularly those regarding citations and references
· Identify, download, and bring to class copies of your lit review sources—three to five is typical.

	In class today we will review how the literature review establishes the foundation 	and provides the context for both the topic and the specific research/inquiry 	questions. We will work in small groups to help each other formulate specific 	questions from the lit reviews.

	Follow-up to this second session will consist of the following:
	
· Finalize the specific research/inquiry question(s)—Do in consultation with your cooperating teacher
· Submit your finalized research/inquiry question(s) for approval. You will do this via Blackboard. Go to the “Assignments” folder and click on the appropriate link
· Submission of research questions is due no later than February 28th

WEEK 3: Day 1

	Before today’s class session:
	
· Review the sections of the text on data collection and data analysis.
· Think about what type of data will answer your research question. Consider having multiple types/sources of data in order to give you multiple perspectives on the question—but this will vary depending on the specifics of the inquiry question
· Jot down (informal notes) your initial thoughts about data sources, collection, and potential analysis and bring those notes to class.

	In class today we will break into small working groups to discuss, revise, and 	assist each other in refining the data collection and analysis procedures for your 	inquiry.

	Follow-up to the second class session will consist of the following 	assignments/activities:

· Submit via Blackboard your finalized data collection and analysis procedures. There will be a link provided in the BB “Assignments” folder for this purpose.
· The BB submission must explain the following elements
· The type and source of your data (multiple sources is better)?
· Where will you find it?
· What form is your data (test scores, observations, interviews, artifacts)?
· How will your data (potentially) be analyzed?
· This submission is due no later than Friday, March 18th (last day of winter term)
