Specific Assignments:

Final action research paper is due through Blackboard on April 16th, 2012.  The final course product will consist of an approved proposal for classroom-based research project, with the actual project to be implemented in Spring Term. The proposal will consist of (a) the research question, (b) a literature review that establishes the foundation for the investigation, (c) the research design and data collection procedures, (d) all necessary permissions to conduct the study in a school setting, and (e) abstract and references. A template for the paper is available through Blackboard. Paper is to be no longer than 2,500 words excluding title page, abstract, and references. A presentation plan will also be required.

Assignments are as follows:

· Plan a presentation event for the final action research paper

· Present a research paper/project in APA format for presentation/publication

· Final submission is due April 16th, 2012
