Final research presentation is due through Blackboard on June 3rd. The final course product will consist of an approved proposal for classroom-based research project, with the actual project to be implemented in spring term. The proposal will consist of (a) the research question, (b) a literature review that establishes the foundation for the investigation, (c) the research design and data collection procedures, and (d) all necessary permissions to conduct the study in a school setting. A sample presentation is available through Blackboard along with the scoring guide.

Late assignments Assignments: All assignments are due on the date assigned. If a student is absent per the above policy, you must send in the assignment by the due date
