Course Requirements/Assignments/Attendance Expectations

Participation/exercises: Students are encouraged to attend each session to participate in rotation of teams and demonstrations. This hands-on format will help the student practice measurement, teaching strategies, and their applications. Participation grades cannot be awarded if the student is absent. Assignments and activities may be adjusted to accommodate rate of learning and to incorporate new information in the field.
Students will be organized into groups for rotating through “stations” to produce components of the multimedia project due at the completion of the course. Completed projects will be finished in nPowered Presenter and handed in to the professor on a CD. The professor will prepare a website of student projects to use as examples.
