Course Outcomes:

Course Activities: 
This is a hands-on course and will be taught through explorations of technology in different lab settings.  Each class session will have an associated assigned task to demonstrate proficiency of the topic. 

Attendance and Participation:  
Since there are four sessions to cover all educational technology concepts, attendance is crucial. During the session the instructor will ask the students to complete an assigned task demonstrating proficiency of the topic.  If the student is unable to complete the task during class, it is the student’s responsibility to submit the completed assignment to the instructor as well as exercises outside of class due the next session or by November 9th, 2009.   

 Session topics*:

· Interactive internet resources to support classroom activities in content areas
· Audio software and hardware to support reading 
· Graphic organizer software to support learning
· Paint software to aid in teaching similarities and differences and other instructional strategies
· Webliography activity to aid in student technology use and information literacy activities
· Video software and hardware support for learning in the classroom
*NOTE: Topics may be adjusted in response to facility and equipment availability
