Course Outcomes:

Course Activities: 
This is a hands-on course and will be taught through explorations of technology in different lab settings.  Each class session will have an associated assigned task to demonstrate proficiency of the topic. 






Assignments:
(All assignments are due at the end of the class period)

·  Day 1: Dropbox account (handling files) --5 points, Mindmap of a Social Studies Concept (using Mindmeister )--15 points and Selecting and Organizing Websites in Science using Filamentality --15 points 
· Day 2: Audio of a Reading, using Audacity--15 points and Video How-To, using Windows Movie Maker --20 points
· Day 3 Multimedia with Hyperstudio- (Math)-20 points
· Day 4: Student Response System Activity and/or Whiteboard --10 points
· If time permits: personal productivity with Google docs and Toodledo, Building a webpage with Yola

The points were assigned given the complexity of the tech skill and the preparation to compile a final product.

Attendance and Participation:  
Since there are four sessions to cover all educational technology concepts, attendance is crucial. During the session the instructor will ask the students to complete an assigned task demonstrating proficiency of the topic.  If the student is unable to complete the task during class, it is the student’s responsibility to submit the completed assignment to the instructor as well as exercises outside of class due the next session and all assignments by December 6th, 2011.   

 Session topics*:

· Interactive internet resources to support classroom activities in content areas
· Audio software and hardware to support reading 
· Graphic organizer software to support learning
· Concept mapping to aid students with connecting ideas and characteristics
· Webliography activity to aid in student technology use and information literacy activities
· Video software and hardware support for learning in the classroom
· Presentation and multimedia software and hardware to support learning activities
